Assessment Summary:

Students will perform a pre-determined piece of music using a recorder or other tonal musical instrument that incorporates reading the music, playing the instrument and using correct musical skills.

· Embroidery Floss for “Belts”

· Notation review

· Note letter name review

· Silent fingering on recorder or other tonal instrument

· Understanding of steady beat to include toe-tapping

· Basic conducting skills and ability to watch conductor

· Proper playing posture

Extension (opportunity is built in to extend or demonstrate sophistication in order to reach a rubric score of four):

· Students may choose to continue to learn more sophisticated techniques in order to earn higher “Belts” 

· Students may perform a solo or duet at a public performance.
